Being the first race of the season; the 
Redditch cyclocross had a standard to set, 
and it did set the standard high. With a dry, 
but technically challenging course, the day 
was sure to be fast and exciting at the Abbey 
Stadium.  

In the under 14 / under 16 category the 
tension was high at the start. Everyone was 
ready for the off. When the commissaires 
whistle blew the race was on and the riders 
went full gas at the first bend. The first bend 
was madness; with riders trying not to lose 
time and positions on the tricky off camber, 
and one rider sliding off on the corner. The 
race settled down into small groups for the 
remainder of the first lap, with time gains or 
losses on the decisive planks. Some riders 
chose to bunny-hop the planks, while others 
chose to dismount from their bikes and run 
over the planks then remount on the other 
side. The rest of the race was not as frantic 
as the first lap, but with the ground being so 
dry, it was raced at a high pace, pushing the 
riders to their limits and forcing mistakes on 
some of the easier sections of the course.

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Revolve24, Brands Hatch Event by Russell Morrell  

 
A team of four intrepid riders set off for Brands Hatch 
motor racing circuit in Kent, armed with a bike each and a 
van plus a car load of equipment. We'd entered the 
Revolve24 a 24 hour circuit race as a mixed relay team, of 
Steph Holmes, Vicki Lewis, Kirk Finlinson and myself, 
Russell Morey. The race guide said we could get into the 
venue at 6, so Kirk and I took a leisurely drive down in the 
van, stopping twice. The ladies sped down, and being let in 
early before 5. They might have mentioned that a couple of 
times over the weekend. We set up camp in the quiet field, 
with a tent each, and a big flag, thanks to the Triathlon 
club, marking our spot. That evening we were able to walk 
the track to find out what we had let ourselves in for. If 
you're not aware, Brands Hatch isn't flat. Out on our walk, 
we were joined by a Soloist (yes, some people want to cycle 
for 24 hours on their own) and whilst we were quizzing him 
(what's your strategy? how far do you want to go? are you all there?) We discovered 
that he was planning to eat gels and jam sandwiches. From this point he became 
known as Mr Jam Sandwich, which through the weekend went through several 
iterations until by Sunday afternoon he was Mr Jam. 
 
Saturday morning was filled with a 4up TTT, and many youth races. Weõd never seen 
so many sets of rollers, or so many pushy parents. Unfortunately, in the last race one 
of the girls had to be taken to hospital. As the ambulance needed to be on site for us 
to be on the course, the warm-up and start would be delayed by 30 minutes, with it 
not being known if the finish would also be put back 30 minutes. The biggest cheer of 
the weekend came during the briefing when it was announced that we would ride for 
24 hours. 

 
I volunteered to take the first stint, as the start was an old style 
grand prix start, with Kirk holding my bike on one side of the track, 
and me having to run over to him in cleats, get on the bike and 
cycle off. There might have been a slipping incident, but I shan't 
mention that. Weõd decided on a strategy of 30 minute stints, so at 
the start we were all managing four 3.9km laps in our half hours, 
with the plan to drop to 3 overnight. Out on the track was great 
with every session different, sometimes youõd be on your own, 
other times youõd be able to get a draft from another rider. People 
would appear and disappear at different times as team sizes and 
strategies varied.  

 
On our third sessions it became dark, and powerful headlights were the order of the 
day, with a much less powerful rear light (you don't want to blind your fellow riders!) 
This meant no one could sneak up on you now, and a couple of riders together could 
be used for search and rescue missions! Shortly before midnight we split our team into 
two pairs, still taking 30 minute stints, but with only 30 
minute breaks. Each pair did this for 4 hours to allow the 
others to get some rest. Vicki was starting to suffer with 
tiredness and a painful knee, and at one point threatened to 
get off her bike and throw it in a bush! I've never been as 
happy to see Kirk as he turned up at 3am, which meant I 
could go to my tent straight after getting off my bike. Kirk 
however didn't look quite so happy, having not slept. I've 
been told the changeover between Vicki and Kirk was on the 
grumpy side. Unlike Kirk, Steph did manage to get 2-3 hours 
sleep and was feeling quite chipper for the second half of the 
race. At each changeover for the next few hours, the interaction was a brief ôok?õ 
with one subsequently riding off into the darkness and the other slumping in a chair in 
the garage for the short 30 minutes.
